What you need to know!
· Where will they be?

Just outside the village on the road to Baldock :
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· How big will they be?
100 feet taller than Big Ben!

These are amongst the largest to be built in England.

· Will they be visible from the village?

At this size, and with those blades moving – they will be visible from a huge part of North Herts and Bedfordshire – not just Weston!

Don’t forget the millions that were spent hiding the Baldock bypass in a cutting. Why was this done? Perhaps the landscape on Weston Hills was considered worth saving!

Should we now let the area be spoilt?
· Are they safe?
The developers claim so. But there have been accidents – quite a lot in fact.

Some countries are setting up “exclusion zones” around turbines. Why?!

· Are they noisy?

The proposed turbines produce up to 105db which is several times that of a motorcycle!
Turbines make a very special type of noise due to the size and speed of the blades –this has been blamed for driving people from their homes at night.
Reports from across Europe indicate that people have suffered from the noise produced by these large-scale wind turbines and for this reason the French Government’s medical body has advised against siting within approximately 1 mile of homes.

The whole of Weston is downwind in the prevailing direction and within 1 mile, the majority being within ¾ mile. Clothall will equally be within “range”.
You may have read about this noise problem, or heard reports about it on the radio – is it coming to Weston?

Do you know how far your home will be from the turbines? If not – contact us and we will find out for you.

· Do they produce significant amounts of electricity?

Weston is not in the windiest part of the country. The AVERAGE windspeed on Weston Hills is 6.5 metres per second (that is about 14mph). At this speed, these turbines only produce a fifth of their rated power! Much below this and they produce NOTHING.

· Will they affect the value of my home?
Would you buy a house near one of these?
